Applicable Info: Rebecca broke ENC's Women's Basketball All-Time Career Scoring Record for Women's 
Basketball this season and finished with 1662 points scored.  Rebecca had three 30+ point games this year 
averaging 19.2 points,  7.9 rebounds and nearly 4 steals per game this year. 
 
Nominee: Amber Crow   Sport: Volleyball   Class: Senior 
Applicable Info:3rd in CCC hitting percentage .226, 3rd in CCC kills/game 3.23, 12th in CCC in service 
aces/game, and first in CCC blocks/game with 1.28/game.  Amber has over 1000 kills for her career with a 
league best of 358 kills just this year. 
 
Nominee: Kate McNally   Sport: Women's Cross Country Class: Junior 
Applicable Info: Let the Women's Cross Country Team this year, featuring 6th place in two meets, the Mass. 
Maritime Invitational and Emmanuel Saints Invitational, this year while finishing 34th at the CCC Invitational. 
 
Nominee: Gerri Dorsett   Sport: Women's Soccer  Class: Junior 
Applicable Info:  A Defender/Midfielder/Forward.  She was a central part of the Crusaders success and 
competitiveness this year.  Started 16 of 17 games played and nearly every minute of games if not injured.  
Led the Crusaders in goals scored, shots and scored the overtime winner vs Mitchell College in the teams 
single win this season.  Gerri dominates most 1 v 1 match up due to her exceptional skill, strength, speed and 
knowledge on the field, and played up to her potential and expectations as a player and captain.

Nominee: Luc Jasmin    Sport: Men's Basketball       Class: Junior 
Applicable Info: Luc was a CCC Honorable Mention averaging 13.4 ppg (11th in the CCC) and 6.3 rpg (12 in 
the CCC).  He shot 57% from the field (2nd in the CCC), despite constant double and triple teaming on him by 
opponents this year.  On the year, Luc led the Crusaders in field goals made, FG attempted, offensive 
rebounds and total rebounds.  He also tied for second on the team in assists.  Luc served as a co-captain for 
the second straight year. 
 
 
Nominee: Brad Mountain    Sport: Baseball        Class: Senior 
Applicable Info: Brad has already been named CCC Player of the Week, CCC Pitcher of the Week, ECAC 
Pitcher of the Week, and National Pitcher of Week by two different media outlets.  Each game he pitches 
estblishes a new record for innings pitched, wins, and strikeouts at ENC.  Mountain goes into final week of the 
season with a record of 5-1 and a conference leading 56 strikeouts.  At  the plate, he is hitting .356 with a team 
leading 23 RBI.
